
• Provides an International Standard to guide software procurement 
and development  

• PDF was originally designed to provide accurate, reliable on-screen 
and printed results for page-based content. Accessibility was not a 
consideration. Tagged PDF, the mechanism which enables 
accessibility via logical structure and semantic mechanisms was 
added to PDF in 2001.  

• Tagged PDF made it possible to represent content independent of 
its static visual presentation, allowing any end user to access PDF 
content through mechanisms such as text reflow or text to speech, 
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
